Dear Jefferson City Councilmember:  
 
I represent the local chapter of the Experimental Aircraft Association (EAA), a local pilotsõ club of 45 members. 

We meet monthly at JEF, the Jefferson City Airport, and we are in touch with many professional and private pilots 
who use and value the airport. We want to see JEF get ahead! 

We build airplanes under FAA rules and restore vintage planes. We sponsor fly-ins and educational events like 
Young Eagles and reunions of aviation veterans. We sponsor the vintage B-17 bomber that stops here every two 
years. We work closely with Ron Craft, our excellent Airport Manager, who is doing a great job of improving the 
airport and sponsoring educational events. 

We believe that JEF is not just a place to land and take off airplanes; it is a community center for education and 
history. It is where you can learn to fly. It is not a playground for the rich; many small planes owned by middle-
income folks operate here, with about 27,000 total operations last year and increasing. Although its operating 
budget was cut by $100,000 to $307,000, JEF provides $15 million annually in economic benefits to our community, 
according to the aviation office at MODOT. We think it deserves even more City support! 

We urge the City Council to avoid the idea of raising hangar fees, fuel prices and other fees in an attempt to 
fund the airport. That would just drive people away, and it would be counterproductive. 

We are glad that the City Council voted to establish an airport commission! We hope that its members will 
include pilots and people who understand aviation and its economic benefits to our community. Many of our 
members would make good candidates for the commission. 

Please feel free to contact me, visit our chapter meeting, and hear a guest speaker on aviation. Visitors are 
always welcome.
